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Located in the Amata City Industrial Park, 120 

kilometers southeast of the capital, Bangkok, 

Yokohama Tire Manufacturing (Thailand) boasts the 

largest premises of all Yokohama Rubber plants. In 

addition to the TBS (truck & bus) tire plant and PC/LT 

(passenger car and light truck) tire plant, a small-size 

integrated production plant is being built. We adopted 

a new mixing process that is an important factor in 

tire quality, whereby we efficiently produce 

high-quality compounds. At those tire production 

plants, production of environmentally sound tires is 

being expanded; we aim to become Yokohama 

Rubber’s largest key location for all categories of tire 

production overseas. In addition, employees have been growing increasingly aware of 

environmental activities since July 2007 when we acquired ISO14001 certification. We 

follow ecological production practices as part of efforts at achieving zero emissions, and 

strict energy conservation to reduce greenhouse gas emissions. In terms of regional 

contributions, in 2008, we collected aluminum materials to make assistance devices for 

people with physical disabilities, provided environmental education to students at local 

primary schools and coached them in how to cultivate seedlings from acorns. In 

December 2008, we held a tree-planting ceremony as part of the “YOKOHAMA 

Forever Forest” project and planted 5,200 seedlings with local people. We will hold a 

second-phase tree-planting event in August 2009. We will also strengthen our activities 

Recycling and Donating 

We collected aluminum materials to make wheelchairs and assistance devices for 

people with physical disabilities. In November 2008, we donated 27 kilograms of 

aluminum scrap to a local hospital.
